e Be careful not to damage the rear bumper cover or
other surfaces of the body.

* Allow the exhaust system to cool down before
installing the trailer hitch.

e This trailer hitch should be installed only when the
ambient air temperature is above 60°F (15°C).

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the frequencies for the
preset buttons.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

45. Reinstall all removed parts. Check that all clips

and fasteners are installed securely.

46. Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.
Check that the electrical accessory and other
electrical systems function properly.

47. Enterthe customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets.

48. Reset the clock.

49. Check the operation of the trailer harness
according to the accessory user's information
manual supplied.

NOTE: After about 620 miles (1,000 km) of towing,
recheck the torque of the trailer hitch bolts.
