Unlocking/Locking the Roof Box

Unlocking: Locate the key attached to the inside of
the roof box. Insert the key into the lock, and turn it
counterclockwise to unlock. Press the center button
and lift the lid of the roof box.

Locking: Press down on the lid. There should be
an audible click. Be sure the lid is latched by
attempting to lift the lid. Turn the key clockwise to
lock the roof box. Remove the key while not in use.
Be sure the straps are not outside of the roof box.
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
