¢ Be careful not to damage the body finish when you
install the hood air deflector.

e This hood air deflector should be installed only
when the ambient air temperature is above 15°C
(60°F).

e To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.

2. Position the template in the position shown by
aligning it with the hole of the hood.

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Using a felt-tip pen, mark the hood as shown.

e Remove all burrs and metal shavings, and
apply touch-up paint to the edge of the hole
you drilled.
